This is an unfinished Concrete mixer. It was not finalized due to the fact that I have to move from college to a career in the real world.

The idea originally came from Oshkosh Trucks who create most of the concrete mixers in the USA. I saw many of these trucks on my vacation from SD to ID and really knew that my model was close, but not close enough.  I started at 1/13 scale, but without any Y or Z dimensions to go from, my model became ugly.

My model only incorporates 4-9V new motors. 

-Two are for left and right rear axles

-One is for the front tires

-The last is for the steering.  

I was able to reduce all the gear ratios thanks to the  gear-block which incorporates a worm gear an a 24 tooth gear.

My model will not be able to turn the mixer  tub via lego because the tub itself weighs as much as the rest of the model does. This was the most disappointing part of the build. I knew that the new geared motors were strong, but I never knew that legos were that heavy at the same time. 

The best accomplishment of the build was the THREE “TAG” axles. 2 in the middle and 1 at the rear. These axles move up and down and actually do take weight off of the frame.

Overall I am disappointed in the model because of the lack of time and the amount of parts needed to make the model realistic.
