Overview:

Six underwing hardpoints can carry a variety of stores and munitions that allow the Dragon to operate in a number of roles, from reconnaissance to ground support, and even in times of necessity to fight for air supremacy over the combat zone. The lack of space flight capability does not hinder the Dragon, and the specialisation in its design allows it to perform far better than its fully aerospace counterparts.


The Dragons operate as part of the Army Air Corp rather than in the Aerospace Force. This allows far better liaison with its main customers, pinned down frontline units in urgent need of air cover. Hundreds of these highly versatile jets cover every major ground operation, providing the AF with a terrifying advantage over its enemies.
